Since the scholarships have traditionally been supported by host governments, the overwhelming majority
have been hosted by developed Commonwealth countries. Now, following the establishment of the CSFP

Scholarship offers are conditional on candidates obtaining appropriate entry clearance (visas) for their
chosen country of study. Candidates are responsible for organising and paying for any such visas.

Successful candidates will also have to complete an application form for their host university.

The application deadline for all these scholarships is 30 April 2015.
